The matter regarding extension of the pattern 
of assistance for assessment and release of 
maintenance grants as in cases of Aided High 
Schoolstb Special SchObls wa:~ uriderco~sider~tion 
of ,the Government for some ,time past., In ,this 
context the Government has formulated a s~heme 
,entitled "Scheme for E(lucation of Children with 
Special Needs". The ,said scheme has bee,n 
approved bY, the' Cabinet, in ,the Cabinet meeting 
held on 15'(l2-2004. A copy of .the scheme is 
appended atAppendix~L The Government is now 
pleased to ,extend the pattern of 'assistance 
prescribed for Aided High Sch()ols under' Order 
NO.ACAD/MISC-15c88/GIA/781" dat~"'29th 
August, 1997 also to recognizEidSpeciaJSc!r15ols, 
Copy of the order dated 29th' August, 1997 'is 
appended at Appendix-II. All schemes which are 
applicable to aided regular schools shall 'now be 
applicable mutatis mutandis to special' sch901~. 

, Assistance shall also be available with prior 
approval of Director of Education on actual basis 
for early 4etection and identification" purchase of 
aids and appliances, construction of resource room, 
human resource development in, the area ofspecial 

education, purchase of raw materials and 
'equipment for vocational training; production/ 
/purchase of teaching material, assessment and 
rem()val of architectur8.l barriers, This financial '- ,-' 

,assistance will be provided to sl?ecial schools as 
follows: A one'time gnint 'of maximum of Rs. 5.00 

'laiills shall be released in appropriate number of 
installments and subject to actual expenditure and 
,need as assessed by the Directorate of Education, 
to be spent within three years on receipt of 
grant. The equipment/material .indicated in 
Appendix - III shall be permitted amongst such 
other items. 

This order shall take effect from 7-6-2004: 

The special schools/institutions desirous of 
availing any of ,the above mentioned grants shall 
'send . their applications in the ,prescribed forII)at 
e,nclose,d at Appendix.IV 

In or,der. to' be eligible for ihe' said' finanCial 
assistance, special schools/non-G9vern'ment 
organizations should:~ 

(1) Have a proper Constitution of Articles 'of 
Association as required under Society Registration 
Act. 

, (2) Have a properly constituted managing body 
with its powers .and duties clearly defined in a 
Constitution. 

(3) Be in position to secure involvement,on 
voluntary basis, of knowledgeable persons for the 
furtherance o(their programme, 

(4) Not discriminate against anyperson or group 
of persons on the grounds of sex/caste/creed. 

(5) Not be engaged in the profit of any individual 
or body of indivicluals.' 

(6) Have been in existence for three 'years. 
However this can be relaxed by the Government.

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Conditions of grant to special schools/non -
Government organizations shall include the 
following:-

(i) Thil grant recelvmg 'age;ncy sp.allYequire 
to' execute a bo;nd in the prescrib.,ed form 
(Appendix V). 

(ii) An agency/institution in regeiptof finarwi~L" 
assistance shall be open. lor. inspection by 
the concerned officer of the Education 
Department. ' 

(iii) .The accounts of the scheme .shall be 
maintained properly and separately. The said 
accounts shall be submitted ¥ andwhen requi~e·d. 
The accounts so maintained shall be open to check 
by an office~ deputed by the State Government; and 
shall also be open to' a test check by the interrial 
and external audit.'

APPENDIX-I 

Schemek,r Education of Chilqren with special neeqs 

Introducition.- The State of Goa is ~triving to 
achieve'universalisatiori of elementary' education 
arid hasensuredriear 100% coverage in terms of 
enrollment of children: However, a small section 
orabo'llt 1000 under'privileged children with 
special needs has been left out due to the lack of a 
properly targeted scheme. The existing 'schooling 
structure, and pattern of assistance do not take care 
of Children with SpeCial Needs. Even. though 
certain NGOs have been consistently making 
efforts to provide appropriate education to this 
section of population, these efforts are not 
adequate to addre,ss the magnitl.\de and complexity 
of the problem without the positive intervention of 
the State. In view of ensuring the welfare of all the 
sections of society, Government has decided to 
formulate a scheme to educate Children With 
Special Needs. 

Aims and Objectives,-Themain objective of 
the scheme is to provide opportunities to Children 
With Special Needs who can be broadly classified 
as follows:-
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(i) MEmtally Challenged 

(ii) Slow Learner/Learning disabled 

(iii) A.utisticchild 

(iv) Hearing and speech impai;ed 

(v) Orthopaedjcally' handicapped inCluding 
polio and accident cases. 

(vi) Visually i~paired. , 

(vii) Any other type as per declaration by 
DIRECTOR OF EDUCATION under this 
Scheme. ,. 

The Scheme foi:' Education'of GhildrenWitl1 
Special Needs is intended to provide a 'better' 
educational environmental to such children by 
providing them Indi17ielual Assistance 'and also'by' 
awarding Financial'Grimts to Special Schools and' 
Regular Schools as an Incentive and for upgrading 
and enhanCing educational facilities for students ' 
with special 'needs. The individual'assistimceto' 
students is meant to assist the families"of such • ' 
children and to remove any finanCial hardship such 
families' face On account ofdisabiJityof the children,' 
The 'Grant component ill'meant for, vocational' 
trainingi'counselling.for'parents, early detection 
and identificatiOn,,' formaJ and'fUnctional

Components of the Scheme,- Keepingi,','view' 
the above aims and objectives, the scheme has tWd 
allied components, The scheme will be 
implemeritedon along-term basis With iOO% need­
-based assistarice from'the State GovernmElnt: 
The two components are as follows:-

(i)A.~sistaI).ceto, tn", ,Child With Special Needs 
directly or through the scnoo!' 

(ii),Assistance totheinstiWtions running Special' 
Schools for Children With Special Needs as also 
Regular Schools giving integrated' education, 

Implementing agency.- The scheme will be 
implemented by the Department of Education, 
which shall consult the Department, of Social 
Welfare as 'and when required. Deputy Director of 
Education (Adult Education) shall be the nodal ,', 
officer in the Directorate of Education to deal with 
matters connected' with Children with SpeCial 
Needs including this scheme., 

Scope.-The scope of the scheme 'iricludes, 
pre~school training, for Children with Special 
Needs, counselling for parents, early detection' and 
identification with the help 'of health units of the 
Government/NGOs ,'formal'and functional 
assessment by'a specialized', Group/Committee' 
comprising of ,a dbctor; a psychologist and a 
special educator/NGO, 'building of necessary 
infrastructure, in special as well as selected scho()ls 
prov.iding,integrated 'education, removal of 
architectural harriers, development of manpower 
in terms of resource persons, special teachers and 
teacher educators, development of parent support 
groups, 'pr()duction/purchase of aids and 
appliances as well as teaching material and' 
assistance towards hostel facilities. 

The' education' toChildreri with, Special Needs 
shall continue upJo the age of 21 and may contihue ' 
up to the age of35 insome'cases, with the approval 
of the Government. (For the purpose of claiming 
Govt.grants/Aidonly) There shallbe'nominimum' 
age limit for the admission of children into special' 
schools as .in the case of normal schools. 

A special school should have the strength of at 
least 20,Children with Special Needs. However 
Government in deserving cases may relax the 
number to become eligible for availing the benefits 
under the scheme. There would be no such limit 
of children incase of regular schools where the 

, School Education Act (1984) will be the deciding 
factor. The Government would encourage selected 
regular schools having adequate manpower and 

, , infrastructure for integrated education, for availing 
, ',grants so as to avoid the scattering of the resources 

in this area. 

J~ Child with Special Needs, who is a recipient 
of any other scholarship/assistance under any' 
State Government or Central Government scheme 

,relating to disability, will be eligible to receive' 
,benefits' under this scheme to ihe extent of 
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differellce only. For the purpose of this clause 
scholarship/assistance granted for reasons other 
than the disability shall not be taken into 
consideration. 

The scope of the scheme shall also include any 
other training .or activity or benefit as declared by 
Director of Education. from time to time by. 
notification with due approval of the Government. 

Procedure for implementation.- The scheme 
will be implemented.through regular as well as 
special schools. A regular school may admit a Child 
with Special Needs if the .nature and extent of 
disabilities permit inclusive education to him/her. 
The Director of Education. shall be the Nodal 
Agency to certify the child as eligible for benefit 
in the case of regular schools. This role may be 
performed with theallsistance ofa standing expert. 
committee· consisting of a doctor, a psychologist .. 
and a spec::ialeducator if required. The committee 
in consult1'ltiol). with special schools, shall also make 
periodical assessment of the communication and 
functional skills acquired by Children with Special 
Needs in the special schools and would 
recommend a .Child with Special Needs for 
integration intheregular school iffound fit, Special 
Schools shall normally deal with children with 
complex disabilities .. Any child admitted in an 
institution running a special school shall be 
automatically eligible for the individual. benefits. 
The .scheme would however.not prevent special .. 
sch~ols. form admitting. children with physical- . 
disabilities who could otherwise.have been. 
admitted in regular schools; The endeavour of . 
special schools s.hall always be to place Children 
with Special Needs. in regular schools after they 
acquire the communication and the daily living 
skills atthe functional level. In the beginning, the 
institutions running special schools' would be 
eligible for grants subject to meeting the criteria 
of the strength of children and recognition by the 
Director of Education. In due course of time, the 
Government may frame guidelines and am~rid-tge 
School Education Act (.1984) and Rules frame~­
thereunder to. provide for the recognition of the 
regular.schoolsidentified for integrated education 
as also special schools. Relaxation and innovation 
in the. areas of age for admission, methods of 
teaching, assessment, evaluation and examination. 
of Children with Special Needs would be permitted 
by Director of Edupation so as to create an amiable. 
environment for Childrenwith Special Needs. 

The following assistance shall be available under· 
the first component of the. scheme and given to

Children with Special Needs/parents through the 
institutions:-

(i) Grant of Rs. 500/- per annum on books and 
other stationery per child. 

(ii) Fixe<;l amount of Rs. 800/- per annum per 
child for uniform. 

(iii) Travelling allowance cif Rs. 200/- per month 
per child. 

(iv) Actual expenses on equipment required for 
facilitating the child's education up to maximum 
of Rs. 5000/- once in 3 years per child (to be given 
in the first year). 

(v) Escort allowance of Rs. 200/_per month per 
child, subject to attendance of 60%in the month. 

Th~ fqllowing assistance shall be available under 
the second component of the scheme and shall be 
given to the. institutions:-

(i) Incentive ofRs. 300/- (for attendance >=60%) 
or Rs. 2PO/-(forattendance >=45% but < 60%) 
per month per child to the school giving education 
for a maximum of 10 months of each academic year. 
(Applicable to both regular and special schools) 

(ii) All other schemes , wh,ich are applicable to 
regular/normal schools., will. be applicable to 
special schools. 

(iii) .Further. one time assistance shall also be 
available with prior approval of DIRECTOR OF 
EDUCATION on actual basis for early detection and 
identification,. purchase of aids and appliances, 
construction of resource room, human resource 
development' in the area of special education, 
purchase of raw material and equipment for 
vocational training, production/purchase of 
teaching material, assessment, removal of 
architectural barriers.
