or influence on the voter;

And whereas, Sections 170 and 171 of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023 (BNS) disallow attempts of
bribery and undue influence on any person or voter and whoever commits offence of bribery is punishable
under Section 173 of Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita and whoever commits the offence of undue influence or
impersonation at an election is punishable under Section 174 of Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita;

And whereas, I am satisfied that the circumstances do not permit the serving, in due time, of the notices
individually upon the persons against whom this order is directed and therefore, under the powers vested in
me under sub-section (2) of Section 163 of the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023, I hereby pass the
order ex-parte.

Now therefore, I, Egna Cleetus, IAS, District Magistrate, South Goa District, in exercise of the powers
vested in me under sub-section (1) of Section 163 of Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 hereby issue
following Prohibitory orders:
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1. That all Restaurants, Bars, Tea shops, Paan shops, Eateries and other Food shops/joints (Dhabas,
Gaddas) etc., situated in Ward No. VI of Village Panchayat Aquem Baixo, Ward No. I Village
Panchayat Borim, Ward No. III of Village Panchayat Veling-Priol-Cuncoliem and Ward No. III of
Village Panchayat Bhoma Adcolna in South Goa District jurisdiction within 200 meters of the
following, shall remain closed:

2. Ban any gathering or crowd comprising of more than 5 persons within 200 meters of polling stations
within the area of Ward No. VI of Village Panchayat Aquem Baixo, Ward No. I Village Panchayat
Borim, Ward No. III of Village Panchayat Veling-Priol-Cuncoliem and Ward No. III of Village
Panchayat Bhoma Adcolna in South Goa District.

I further direct that the above restrictions shall not apply to public servants on duty and to bonafide
marriage or funeral processions or religious processions/functions. Also, the above Order shall not apply to
the authorised officers on Election duty including the Polling Officials, Magistrates, Police Officials and
Government Staff.

Failure to comply with this order shall be liable for penal action under Section 223 of Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita, 2023 (BNS) and other relevant provisions of laws in force.

f) Non-proprietary clubs, star hotels, restaurants, etc. and hotels run by anyone even if they are issued
different categories of licenses for possession and supply of liquor shall also not be permitted to serve

liquor on these days, and on timings mentioned therein.
